Shutting down here is safer for the SD/HD than simply unplugging the power.

If you shut down (as opposed to reboot), you will need to unplug your system and plug it back in to restart.

To Shutdown simply click the Shutdown System button, wait until the activity light on the Pi stops,

I usually give it 10 to 15 seconds, then pull the power cable out.
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
